Summer Sermon Series and Adult Class  Glittering Vices is our summer sermon series 
exploring the “seven deadly sins” not simply as bad behaviors, but as deeper distortions or 
desire that shape our lives, relationships, and communities. Through Scripture and the gospel 
of Jesus Christ, we will consider where God heals and reorders our hearts toward freedom, 
honesty, holiness, and love. An accompanying adult class will begin this Sunday providing 
space for discussion and deeper reflection on the vice discussed in each week’s sermon. 
During the 11:00 class on June 14, 21, 28, and July 5, 19, and 24, we will be 'digging deeper' 
into the sermons that we will be hearing on the Glittering Vices. Life Groups 1 & 4 will meet in 
the Fellowship Hall auditorium, facilitated by Charles Holton. Life Groups 2 & 5 will meet in 
Room 11, facilitated by Trey Blazer and Ben Fike. Life Groups 3 & 6 will meet in Room 9, 
facilitated by Neil and Lisa Clay. Not to confuse folks, but these are not Life Groups 
meetings! We are using the Life Group structure to help us engage in conversations.
